Plymouth Pisces is run by volunteers who hire Central Park Leisure Pools on Sundays to provide swimming sessions 

for people with disabilities together with their families and helpers. During sessions only Pisces members and 

registered club helpers are covered by insurance and it is therefore necessary for all those swimming other than the 

registered club helpers to become Pisces members. 

 

In recognition of the differing situations of groups and to avoid the necessity of taking down names each time a group 

comes swimming, groups from residential homes, respite centres etc. have the option of taking out a group 

membership. The group membership fee is currently £10.00 per annum, payable on 1
st
 January each year. 

 

Groups will not be asked to name individuals who will be attending swimming but just to indicate the numbers who 

they require to be registered. When attending a swimming session only the number swimming (both disabled and 

helpers) and the name of the person in charge will be registered.
